Consider your course as a  whole
· What are your goals for your students?
· What do you want them to know and care about?
· What barriers might interfere with your students reaching these goals?
Consider: Multiple Means of Representation
· In what ways can I provide learners with options for perception?

· What language, vocabulary, and symbols am I using and are they interpretable by students?

· Am I providing enough support?

· Am I providing options for comprehension?

· Am I supplying background knowledge to guide processing and support transfer of knowledge?

Consider: Multiple Means of Expression

· As you think about your course, what is one assignment that students really struggle with?
· Can you offer choices in the way that students provide evidence of meeting your objective?
· If not, what are the pain points and what types of support could you provide to assist students?
Consider: Multiple Means of Engagement

· Are there any areas  in your course where student engagement is a struggle?

· What are some ways that you can help students become more engaged?

· How can you foster perseverance and sustained effort?

· How can you help students to take ownership of their learning?

Student Reflection Questions

As students begin a project

· What my instructor’s goal in having me complete this project?

· What are all of the things that I need to do successfully to complete this project?

· What resources do I need to complete the project  and how will I make sure that I have them?

· As I review data and research, am I able to distinguish important information from details?? If not, how am I going to figure this out?

· How much time will I need to complete this project?

· If I have done something like this previously, how can I use what I learned to do a better job this time?

Mid-project reflection

· What strategies am I using that are working well or not working well to help me accomplish this task?

· What other resources could I be using to complete this task? 

· What action should I take to get these?

· What is most challenging for me about this task? 

· Most confusing?

· What could I do differently mid-assignment to address these challenges and confusions?
Upon completion of a project

· To what extent did I successfully accomplish the goals of the task?

· To what extent did I use the resources available to me?

· If I were the instructor, what would I identify as strengths of my work and flaws in my work?

· When I do an assignment or task like this again, what do I want to remember to do differently? 
· What worked well for me that I should use next time?
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
